The word "kairos" in Greek means "God’s special time."

The Kairos Ecumenical Prison Ministry International ( using the cursillo method) is presently opera-
tional in nearly 400 prisons in 32 states and 7 foreign countries. One of the most recent weekends was in
Belfast, Northern Ireland with both Protestants and Catholics participating.

The Kairos #7 weekend at Stateville (April 23rd to 26th 2009) will be led by lay and clergy mem-
bers and serve 42 inmates.

On this weekend, the institution will provide the inmates and meals. Everything else for the week-
end will be provided by the Kairos team. We provide placemats, approximately 2900 dozen cookies, and
finger tracings from kids. Note: children’s first name only -age or grade for grammar school students (no
last names or church names -for security reasons).

We ask all of you for your prayers. Additionally, we offer this opportunity for anyone who would
like to participate in this weekend -women and children baking cookies, making placemats (with biblical

quotations or religious drawings) and young children tracing their hands.

We appreciate any monetary assistance you can provide to assist us in covering the expense of this
weekend.

Your gifts will be picked up after all masses April 18th and 19th.
